Figurative: not literal

Aliiteration: repetition of the initial sound of a word

Allusion: any reference to a famous person, character, or work within literature
Foreshadowing: a hint about something coming up in the story.

Hyperbole: extreme exaggeration

Metaphor: a comparison between two unlike things by saying it IS that thing.
Onomatopoeia: words that imitate sounds

Personification: giving human like qualities to inanimate objects

simile: a comparison using “like” or “as”

Idiom: a phrase that has a different meaning than the literal words.

Repetition: repeating words for emphasis
